4. What is considered plagirism and what is not, what is considered to be in the public domain, how do you properly quote from someone else

5. Search engine vs subject directory, components of a search engine, fine tuning searches
6. Machine language, assembly language, higher level languages, interpretation vs compilation

7. What is the purpose of an operating system, name a few

8. History – (one of two possibilities) either match name/thing to a description or choose from a list and write a few sentences about 4 or 5 – Pascal, Jaquard, Babbage, Ada Lovelace, Hollerith, Alan Turing, Bill Gates, Steve Jobs, ENIAC, COLUSSUS, radio tubes, transistors, integrated circuits, VLSI, microprocessor
9. Digitization of sound and images – what determines how good or bad a recording or picture will be, how are sound and images digitized
10. Binary search vs sequential search. Know how to do a binary search on a list of sorted items (find the midpoint, ask equal to, greater than, less than and repeat on the portion of the list remaining) For example:
a. Given the list 3,6,7,10,21,56,88,110 using a binary search (a) find if the number 10 is in the list (b) find if the number 99 is in the list

11. (a)Convert a binary number to decimal (multiply each position by its power of 2) (b) convert a decimal number to binary (repeated division by 2 and using the remainder to build the binary number)
