0.  Create a database for this assignment named StockDB

1.  Create a table inside that database. The other fields should hold dollar values with exactly two decimal places.

b. if the number of shares is between 20 and 50 (including both end points), the commission is the number of shares  

c. if the number of shares is more than 50, the commission is 55

HINT: You may want to you a nested IIF statement

5. Using the QBE, compute the total order cost, which is the total cost of the shares cost plus the commission cost.  Print the QBE.

6. Using the report generator, print the table in stock name order with all costs. Print the QBE as well.
7. Using the report generator, print the table in descending order by total order cost.
